THE SOUDAN. 
A Prouohor Who Ha* Traveled in 

That Country, 

Tho ttov. II. M. i'lolii, milter of tho 
N<'\v Yolk Krnuifiiial, in sportklnp of 
Uonnrnl <ioi'ilim'sM»Inslon to tho Sou-
dnn to a roprusmitativo of tho Now Or­
leans Times-Democrat, said: 

I liavn travolmi in Kjrypt and boon 
up tho Nllo to AnHiiun, tho first onto-
root, and nfierward* wont to Suoz and 
down'tho Rod Son to India, and so I 
am familiar with that const, Two yean 
020 I wag in Egypt and wont aorois 
tho dogort to Sinai. From boiug so 
muoh in %ypt I havo beoomo familiar 
with tho Kautovu quottion, and know­
ing Gouorul Slono, Nubar Pasha, and 
other loadars woll, it has boon some­
thing of a studv to mo. 

Tho Soudan rs a lorm hard to dofino 
goographicKlly. It is a vast territory 
upon tho Nllo, and tho provlnoos olaim-
od by Egypt extend almost to tho equa­
tor. Thoy havo nnnoxod nil that part 
of Asia. Egypt has appeared boforo 
tho world as extending; civilization has 

Sushod it up to Khartoum and to Gon-
okoro, and I think quite to tho Victo­

ria Nyanza, if not quilo to tho equator. 
Tho annexation of Egypt inoluded 

not only tho Soudan in its proper senso 
but Knrfodan and, Darfour. I know 
vory woll a Colonol in Now York, a 
Colonel Prout, who was an Amorioan 
offloor in our war, who wont out and 
took sorvioo with the Khodivo, and was 
sunt up tho Nilo and wag under Gor­
don. Ho said ho was hlmsolf put in 
command, by Gordon, of the equato­
rial provineos, which shows how far 
thoy havo oxtonded their claims.— 
Egypt's olaim of breaking up tho slavo 
trade and extending civilization is not 
founded in truth. What alio did do was 
to put over tho country aunoxed a set 
of Egyptian governors who wero tho 
curso of tho country. 

Those governors woro mostly bad 
oharaotors; but thore was ono intorval 
of good government, and that was 
when they sent Chinoso Gordon up tho 
Nile to take chargo and break up tho 
slavo trade. Our knowledge of this 

groat soldier was derived from this 
olonol Prout, who was up thoro for 

three yoars. 
Gordon soon saw tho torriblo stato 

of tho country, and how tho people 
woro oppressod, and ho immediately 
sot to work to uso his powor to relieve 
tho burdons of tho peoplo, roloaso them 
from oppression and to govern them 
wisoly and kindly. Tho Egyptian gov­
ernment gavo him a salary "of $20,000 
por yoar, out ho gavo it all away, do­
ing everything for tho poor. In ono 
sonse ho ruloil with a rod of iron, and 
onforood obedience, but ho rulod with 
such justioe that he acquired an almost 
supernatural reputation. He is a man 
uttorly ignorant of fear, and exposes 
himself constantly, and tho natives 
havo an idea that bullots can't hit him. 
Ha has great oxocutivo ability and pow­
ers of administration with his courage. 
With all this ho is an oxtromoly relig­
ious man, and a man of prayer, and all 
his aots aro as if he was a man of God. 
Ho is perfectly capable of praying all 
night and then mounting his camol 
and going alone into tho desert. 

His mission is to restore order and 
make peace, and this he expedites by 
displacing tho Egyptian govornors who 
aro inimical to tho pooplo. As I under­
stand the matter he intends to re­
store tho old Soudan governors instead 
of tho Egyptian governors, but ho don't 
propose to givo up Khartoum, but to 
'>old on to that. 

I havo a theory that to roach that 
country permanently is from tho Rod 
Sea, and I think ultimately that thero 
will bo a railroad constructed from Su-
akim to Berber. I think tho distanco, 
across to tho Nilo is about 240 or 250 
miles. Then at tho crotch of tho Bluo 
aud Whlto Nilo is Sonna, a fertile coun­
try. If thoy had a railroad to Stiakim, 
thoro is no reason why England should 
not got hor grain supply from tho Rod 
Sea, as now from the Black. In ten, 
twenty or thirty years I think there will 
be a railroad across, and that will set­
tle this Eastern quostion. 

For tho moment tho whole futuro of 
the Soudan depends upon tho courago, 
firmness and judgment of ono man— 
Gonoral Gordon. I look on Gordon as 
tho horo of our century. 

Tho Doctor lias soon not a few 
changes in foreign government, and 
was in Paris when the revolution of 
1848 overthrew Louis Pliillippe, so ho 
is a careful observer of national move­
ments.

Ho is the gov­
ernor's dresser tihd lias been with nim 
for about thirteen years. Bob has a 
weakness for the ardent, and some­
times gets a little too much on board, 
when tho governor will discharge him. 
But ho is always taken back, for ho 
knows McCulloiigh's ways so woll.is so 
thoroughly familiar with his wardrobe, 
and is really such a valuable dresser 
that his occasional shortcomings aro 
forgiven. Au instance of his value was 
shown last year: 

"You remember thatMr.McCullough 
played Ingomar sit the Boston Theatre 
to Mary Anderson's Parthenia. Well, 
the morning of tho day that tho gov­
ernor was to leave Now York for the 
Hub Bob turn-'d up rather tho worse 
for wear, aud tho governor summarily 
dismissed him; told him to go off and 
never show his face aguiu. Bob went 
away and immediately sought Billy 
Connor, to whom lie related his misfor­
tune. "I'm fired for good, now,"«he 
said,-with tears in his eyes. "Tho gov­
ernor's awful mad." Connor knew 
hotter, and so ho tuld Bob to go homo 
and sleep until afternoon and then 
como back and see him. 

"In the menntimo tho governor had 
started for Boston without taking a bit 
of wardrobe and was in a horrible stow 
to know what he should do. Miss An­
derson, wlio was on tho train, suggest­
ed that tho next day they could get up 
ear'.y and go to some "costumer's in 
Boston ana got something that would 
do.' Thjfr did not pleaso Mac much for 
he is not an easy man to fit, you know, 
but he thought that was tho best thing 
that could be douo. Ho reached Bos­
ton in an unenviable state of mind, and 
put up at tho Tremout House." 

"Where was Bob, all this time?" 
"Hold on and 1 will tell you. Bob 

wept home and slept, and went to see 
Connor in the afternoon, Connor told 
him-to get together everything that the 
governor would want in "Ingomar," 
and go to Boston orf the night train, 
and go to tho govornor at his hotel in 
tho morning as though nothing had 
happened. Bob did so, and when the 
governor camo down stairs early the 
next morning thoro was Bob sitting at 
the foot o f the stairs. "Hello, Bob!"

Cur« for Hydrophobia. 

M. Louis Pasteur, an eminent Fronoh 
chemist, announces a triumph of science of 
groat importance to mankind. It is a cure 
or antidote for hydrophobia, l ie has been 
studyinijpnd experimenting for four years 
and now confidently proclaims: "From 
to-day anybody bitton by a mad dog has 
only to present himself at the laboratory 
of tho Ecnle Normalo, and by inoculation 
I will make him completely insusceptible 
to tho effects of hydrophobia, oven if hit-
ton subsequently by any number of mad 
dogs," The plan of euro is similar to small 
pox preventive—vaooination. 

M. Pasteur discovered first, in tho courso 
of his investigations, that the virus rahique 
loses strength by transmission through 
certain animals, and increases in intonsity 
by transmission through other animals. His 
illustration is in these words, as cabled to 
tho Now York llciudil : 

" I took the virus direct from tho brain 
of a dog that had died from acute hydro­
phobia. Witli this virus. I inoculatod a 
monkey. Tho monkey died. Then with 
tho virus—already weakoucd in intonsity— 
tnkon from this monkey I inoculatod a 
second monkey. Then with tho virus tak­
en from tho second monkey I inoculatod a 
third monkoy, and so on until I obtained a 
virus so weak as to bo almost harmless. 
Then with this almost harmless virus I in­
oculated a rabbit, tho virus at onco beiug 
increased in intensity. 

"Thon with tho virus from tho first rab­
bit I inoculated a second rabbit, and thoro 
was another increase in tho intonsity of tho 
virus. Then with tho virus from tho sec 
ond rabbit I inoculatod a third rabbit, thon 
a fourth, until the virus had regained its 
maximum intonsity. Thus I obtained virus 
of diiloront degrees of power. I thon took 
a; dog and inoculated him, first with tho 
weakest virus from tho rabbit, then with 
tho virus from tho second rabbit, and final­
ly with the rabbit virus of maximum in­
tensity. After a few days moro I inocu­
lated tho dog with virus taken diroctly 
from the brain of a dog that had just died 
of ncuto madness. Tho dog upon which I 
had experimented proved completely in­
susceptible to hydrophobia. Tho experi­
ment was frequently repeated, always with 
the same successful result." 

Pursuing his investigation, and multiply­
ing proofs of tho valuo of hisdiscovory, M. 
Pasteur inoculated two dogs with equal 
amounts of virus taken from a dog which 
had diod of acute rabies. Ono of these ho 
loft to its fate, and it wont mad and died. 
Tho other ho inoculatod with his antidoto 
virus. _ Complete cure rosultod, and subse­
quent inoculation with acute virus proved 
harmless. Of many tests mado not ono 
failure resulted. Satisfied that ho had 
mado a genuine discoverv, M. Pasteur gives 
it to tho public without reserve, stating 
fully and plainly his processes of investiga­
tion and tests. While tho similarity of this 
anti-hydrophobia treatment to that adopted 
in defense against small pox is striking, 
this difference is happily notiooablc. Vac­
cination is resorted to guard against 
small pox. In case of hydrophobia tho 
antidote is applied after tho disease has be­
come seated. 

It remains for science to bring to light 
an antidote, or cure, for diphtheria.
