tin immodiato and notable increaso in the 
number of deaths. 

A Paris physician, I)r, Oollo, has found 
that from twenty to twenty-Ilvo por cent, 
bf school children havo imperfect powors 
of houriug, and that the poorer classes of 
childron are especially liable to partial doaf-
noss. Those observations have led to a 
practical result in Franco, where pupils 
are to bo- soated at distances from the 
teacher's desk corresponding with their 
keenness of vision. 

DAILY W I N D VAHIATIONS. -Recent re­
searches indicate that on land the winds 
show a considerable variation in strength 
at different times during the day, being 
strongest during tho greatest heat, or from 
one to throe and a half hours after tho sun 
passes meridian. On tho summits of many 
largo mountains, ho.,'over, like Mount 
Washington, the wind is weaker in tho 
middle of tho day than in tho morning nnd 
at night; while in tho middle of the ocean 
there is scarcely any appreciable daily var­
iation in tho wind's force. 

LAST YKAH'B EAUTIUJIIAUKS. - -Prof. ( \ 
U. Rockwood's record of American earth­
quakes in 188:1 includes seventy-eight no­
tices, nino of tho reports being doubtful, 
and one appearing to refer to meteoric 
phenomenon and not to an earthquake, 
Canada furnished eight of the reported 
oarthquakos; Now Kngland, three; Atlan­
tic states, two; Mississippi valley, cloven; 
Pacific coast, twenty-three; Mexico, ono; 
West Indies, four; Central America, Co­
lumbia, Venezuela nnd Ecuador, fourteen; 
Peru and Chili, ten; and two wore not 
counted. 

PnooRKss IN Dort-TiSAi'iiiN<i.—Sir John 
Lubbock's experiments in teaching a dog 
to express his wants by means i.f printed 
cards tire giving encouraging results, The 
dog whose name is Van, now selects from 
an assortment of cards one bearing the 
word "food" when wishing something to 
cat, and repents the operation until his 
hunger is appeased, lie shows his desire 
to take a walk by picking up an "out" curd 
and carrying it to the door. A ' "bone" 
card and a "yatcr" card are provided, and 
Van now appears to understand their pur­
pose very well. Wlien he inadvertently 
brings a card for something ho does not 
want and is shown tho corresponding ob­
ject, he sci7.es the card takes it back, and 
fetches* the right one. Sir John is now 
considering how he may best test the dog's 
powers in simple Arithmetic. 

A SCIENTIST'S CIIBKHFDL WOUKKUUP. — 
A biography of Louis Pasteur, just com­
pleted by his son-in-law, gives the follow­
ing description of the surroundings of tho 
great French investigator nt his daily work: 
All tho animals in the lnbrntnry, from the 
little white mice hiding under a bundle of 
cotton-wool to tho dogs barking furiously 
from their railed kennels, are doomed to 
death. These inhabitants of tho place, 
which are marched out day after day to be 
subject to operations or other experiments, 
share tho space with still more ghastly ob­
jects. From nil parts of France hampers 
arrive containing fowls which have died 
of cholera or some other disease. Here is 
an enormous basket bound with straw; it 
contains the body of a pig which has died 
of fever. A fragment of lung, forwarded 
in a tin box, is from a cow which died of 
pneumonia. Other goods are still more 
precious. Since Pasteur, two years ago, 
wont to Pauillac to await the arrival of a 
boat which brought yellow fever patients, 
he receives now and then from far-off 
countries a bottle of black vomit. Tubes 
of blood are lying about; and plates con­
taining drops of l) lood|j| jy lie seen every­
where on the w o r k - t a f l p i n special stores 
bottle like bladders lirVYftngcd, The prick 
of a pin into one of these bladders would 
bring death 4o any mnn. Enclosed in glass

Uoitvcrneiir IWtaalou-Mchool War . 
As our Gouvcrneur neighbors have a 

large stone academy building, and fairly 
nourishing school therein, a reorganization 
of the schools there becomes an all-absorb­
ing topic of public and privato interest. 

The situation sooms to bn about this. 
Some years ago tho Methodist conference 
withdrew its connection from the semi­
nary, whereupon tho people in town meet­
ing resolved to maintain tho academy, not­
withstanding tho defection of tho church. 
Accordingly the town bonded itself for 
$20,000, $4,000 of which wns expended in 
improvements upon tho building, etc. Up­
on tho remaining $10,000 an annual income 
is paid to the trustees of the institution, 
amounting to $1,120. 

It is represented that the bonding was 
•secured by a snap game, is nn expense not 
sanctioned by the town, and operates as a 
tax on tho poor man's property to support 
an academy, from tho benefits of which he 
is debarred by reason of the tuition fco. 

The town, through its supervisor and by 
reason of its bonded interest, casts a ma­
jority vote at the meetings of the academic 
board. The evident scheme is to secure a 
union school supervisor, this supervisor to 
ek'ct union men on the. board of trustees of 
thu academy, who, in their turn, will act 
their part in tho destruction of its efficiency. 
By that time the town will be ready to 
donate tho whole business, bag and bag­
gage, to the union district, and everything 
will bo lovely; with an academic depart­
ment. Tho bonds are to he canceled as 

of the death blows. 
this nice little plan there are certain 

j h t y objections. The original stock of 
tho corporation of the Gouvcrneur Wesley-
an seminary is owned by individuals, and 
the public docs not own u.dollar in it, 
while to this stock belongs tho most valua­
ble lot in tho town, and tho building on it. 
None but the holders of this stock arc 
eligiblo as trustees, and there is not ono 
uurou school man among them. How this 
property can bo made available under the 
new plan without a purchase at full pres­
ent value seems hypothetical. And it is 
another problem how a town, that cannot 
build a bridge ueross the river without go­
ing to tho board of supervisors for author­
ity to go in debt, expects to buy a property 
and buildings for academical purposes 
without being worse off than with their 
present academy debt, and at tho same 
time render better service with less money 
than is now used, with which the people 
are wrestling. I t is a conundrum. The 
communications from the officers and teach­
ers of union schools carefully abstain from 
giving any details of cost of their higher 
departments and pcrcontago of scholars in 
the higher classics and sciences, while they 
are voluble in general praises of the excel­
lencies of their own work, about as valua­
ble advipp as our great lumber interests 
would give regarding the preservation of 
tho Adirondack forests, or tho fishermen 
on tho game laws.—Cor, Watertmm Times.
