THH SOUDAN,

A Pronchor Who Has Traveled in

That Country,

Tho Rev. 1. M. I'jold, editor of the
New Yark Eveangetist, in speaking of
Gonorad Gordon'smission to the Sou-
dan to n represontative of the Now Or-
lonns Z'imes-Demooral, said:

I havo travelod in Egypt and boon
up the Nilo to Assuan, tho first oate~
raot, and afterwards went to Suoz and
down'tho Rod Son to Indin, and so I
am familiar with that const, Two years
ago I wns in Kgypt and wont across
the dosort to Sinal. From being so
much in Egypt I havo become familiar
with the Enstorn quostion, nnd know-
inﬁ Gonoral Stono, Nubar Pasha, and
other londors woll, it has boon somo-
thing of stud; to mo.

'Tho Soudan {3 o torm hard to dofino
goographiorlly. Itis & vast torrltory
ugon the Nile, and the provincos olalm-
od by Egypt oxtond almost to the equa~
tor. Thoy have nunexed all that part
of Asin. Egypt has appoared beforo
tho world as extending; civilization has
ﬁushod it up to Khartoum and to Gon-

okore, and I think (}ulto to tho Victo-
rin Nyanza, if not quite to the equator,

Tho annoxation of Egypt included
not only tho Soudan in its proper senso
but Karfodan and, Darfour. I know
vory woll a Colonol in New York, o
Colonel Prout, who was an Amoriocan
officor in our war, who went out and
took sorvico with the Khedive, and was
sont up the Nilo and wag under Gor-
don. Ho said he was himsolf put in
command, by Gordon, of the oguato-
rial provincos, which shows how far
thoy have oxtended their claims.—
Egypt’s clalm of broaking up the slave
trade and extending civllization is not
founded in truth. What sho did do was
to Eut over the country annoxed a set
of Egyptian governors who were tho
ourso of tho countyy.

Those governors wove mostly bad
charactors; but there was ono interval
of good government, and that was
when they sont Chineso Gordon up the
Nile to take charge and break up the
slave trade. Our knowledge of this

ront soldier was derived from this
olonel Prout, who was up there for
three yoars.

Gordon soon saw the torrible stato
of the country, and how the (Feoplo
wore oppressod, and he immediately
set to work to uso his power to relieve
tho burdens of the people, release them
from oppression and to govern them
wisely and kindly. Tho Egyptian gov-
ornmont gavo him a salary of $20,000
por yom'.bbut he gavo it all away, do-
ing overything for tho poor. In one
sonse ho ruled with a rod of iron, and
onforced obedience, but ho rulod with
such justice that he acquired an almost
supernatural reputation. He is a man
utterly ignorant of fear, and exposes
himself constantly, and the natives
have an idea that bullots can’t hit him.
He has great oxocutive ability and pow-
ers of administration with his courage.
With all this ho is an extremely relig-
ious man, and a man of prayer, and all
his acts are as if he was a man of God.
He is pevicetly capable of praying all
night and then mounting his camel
and golug nlone into the desert.

His mission is to restore order and
make peaco, and this he expedites by
displacing the Egyptian governors who
arc inimical to the people. As Iunder-
stand the mattor he intonds to re-
store tho old Soudan governors instead
of the Egyptian governors, buthe don’t
pro ose to givo up Khartoum, but to
vold on to that, *

I havo o theory that to reach that
country permanently is from the Red
Ses, and I think ultimately that there
will bo a railroad constructed from Su-
akim to Berber, Ithink the distance
across to the Nile is about 240 or 250
miles, Then at the crotch of the Blue
and White Nile is Seana, afertile coun-
try. If they had a railroad to Suakim,
thore is no reason why England shonld
not got her grain supplg from the Red
Sca, as now from the Black. In ten,
twenty or thirty years I think there will
be a railroad across, and that will set-
tle this Eastern question.

For the moment the whole future of
the Soudan depends upon the courage,
firmness and judgment of ono man—
Genoral Gordon. I look on QGordon as
the horo of our century.

The Doctor has secn not a few
changes in foreign government, and
was in Paris when the revolution of
1848 overthrew Louis Phillippe, so he
is a careful obscrver of national move-
ments.

M. Louis Pasteur, an eminont French
chomist, anuounces a triumph of scionco of
great importance to mankind, Itis a cure
or antidatg for hydrophiobia. 1le has boen
studyin d oxporimenting for four years
and now confidently proclaims: ¢ From
to-day anybody bitton by a mad dog has
ouly to prosent himself at the laboratory
of tho Eeolo Normale, an.d by inoculation
1 will make him complotely insusceptible
to tho cffocts of hydrophobia, aven If Lit-
ton subséquently by any number of mad
dogs.” The plan of curo i slmilar to smull
pox preventive--vaceination,

M. Pasteur discovered first, in tho course
of his investigations, that the virus rabique
loses stronggl by {ransmission through
cortain animals, and incronscs in intonsity
by transmission through other animals, IHis
illustration is in these words, as cnbled to
the Now York Jerdd ;

¢ 1 took the virus diroct from the brain
of u dog that had died from acute hydro-
phobin, With this virus I inoculated a
monkey., Thoe monkey died. Then with
the virus—already weakened in intensity —
takon from this monkey I inoculated n
second monkey, Then with the virus tak-
en from the sccond monkey I inoculated n
third monkoy, and so on until I obtained a
virus 80 weask 88 to be almost harmless,
Thon with this almost harmless virus I in-
oculated o rabbit, the virus at once being
increased in intensity,

* Then with the virus from tho first rab-
bit I inoculated a second rabbit, and there
was another increase in the intensity of the
viris, Then with the virus from tho sec:
ond rabbit I inoculnted a third rabbit, then
a fourth, until the virus had rogained its
maximum intensity, Thus I obtained virus
of difforont degreos of power, I then took
a dog and inoceulated him, first with the
woakest virns from tho rabbit, then with
the virms from the second rabbit, and final-
ly with the rabbit virus of maximum in-
tonsity. After o few days movo I inoeu-
lated the dog with virus taken dircctl
from the bron of & dog that had just diec
of acuto madness. The dog upon which I
had experimented proved completely in-
susceptiblo to hydrophobia. The experi-
mont was frequently repeated, nlways with
the same successful result.”

Pursuing his investigation, and multiply-
g proofs of the value of hisdiscovery, M.
Pasteur inoculated two dogs with equal
amounts of virus taken from a dog which
had died of acute rabies. One of theso he
loft to its fate, and it went mad and died.
The other he inoculated with his antidote
virus. Complete cure resulted, and subse-
quent inoculation with acute virus proved
harmless, Of many tests made not one
failure resulted. Satisfied that he had
mados genuine discovery, M. Pasteur gives
it to the public witholt rescrve, stating
fully and plainly his processes of investign-
tion and tosts. Whilo the similarity of this
anti-hydrophobia treatment to that udopted
in defcnse against amall pox is striking,
this difference is happily noticoable. Vac-
cination is resorted to guard against
small pox. In case of hydrophobin the
antidote is applied after the disease has be-
come secated.

It remains for science to bring to light
an antidote, or cure, for diphtferia,
